Since the early 20th century, the site at the southwest corner of 2nd Avenue and South Margin Street has 

been a key component of the Franklin community serving at different times as a warehouse, chicken 

processing plant and flour mill. This vital node in the city was the center of the “industrial” area of town 

and the remaining buildings continue to tell that story; a unique component of the city unlike anywhere 

else in downtown Franklin historic core. 

Based on previous discussion with the DRC, we are proposing a renovation that would preserve the 

most visible and significant components of this site while also allowing for an update and 

restoration/renovation to pieces that have fallen into disrepair, most notably areas on the roof and 

second floor. Our owner would like to renovate and re-vitalize the property to serve as a small retail hub 

and is discussing a variety of potential retail or personal service uses (all of which are allowable within 

existing CC zoning) as well as a connecting boutique hotel (also allowable) which would sit both within 

the historic building and also in a new section of building that would replace the existing non-

contributing single story section to the north. Note that we have developed a preliminary site plan and 

are currently coordinating with city planning staff. Based on our calculations the site can park itself.  

A primary feature of this proposed redevelopment of the Old Ice House site is to restore and celebrate 

the original brick Ice House as the central element of a project that will create the next great place in 

Franklin by celebrating the history of both the Ice House as well as the former Lillie Mills plant which 

was formerly sited on a nearby property and was Franklin’s largest industry and employer for nearly a 

century.  

This proposal: 

 

• Preserves all historic elements along South Margin 

• Preserves a majority of all existing construction 

• Proposes new windows along South Margin at a size and in a rhythm similar to existing (per 

design standards) as proposed previously and met with positive feedback from DRC 

• Preserves the primary volumes of the factory 

• Removes the 1980s “overbuilt” shed addition which was not constructed to high standards; this 

will allow for a full re-roof that will provide a long-term solution for this section 

• We propose only the removal of: 

o The single story small wood structure to the rear currently housing print shop offices as 

it seems to be a later addition  

o The northern-most “jujitsu studio” addition which has no elements which are known as 

original and was known to have been re-skinned and re-roofed back in the 1980s or 

early 1990s.
